Viola’s Fight

You may have heard about Rosa Parks and her story. However, she was not the only
one who fought against racial segregation. Does the name Viola Desmond ring a bell?
No? Here is her story. Viola Desmond was born on July 6, 1914 in Halifax, Nova Scotia
in Canada as one of the ten children of James Albert and Gwendolin Irene Davis. Their
family was active in the black community in Halifax, despite the fact that her mother
was white and her father was black, which was uncommon for the time. Viola’s dream
was to open a beauty salon for black women. 3.1. ___ To follow her dreams, Viola left

Halifax and trained to be a hairdresser and beautician in Montréal.

One day, she was driving across Nova Scotia to make a delivery when her car broke
down in New Glasgow. Viola decided to go and see a movie while she waited for her
car to be fixed. She went to the Roseland Theatre that had a main floor downstairs and
a balcony for the audience. “One down, please,” she asked the cashier. 3.2. .
However, she received a balcony ticket instead. Desmond thought that was a mistake so
she returned to the cashier and asked for the ticket for a downstairs area. “I’m sorry, but
we don’t sell tickets on the main floor to you people,” she heard from the cashier.
Ignoring the words she had heard, she took a seat on the main floor. One must
remember that racial segregation was not a law in New Glasgow at that time. 3.3. ___ .
During her stay there she was calm and kept her dignity, which for her meant sitting
straight, though in pain, with white gloves on her hands. She was accused of tax
violation because she had not paid a full tax on the main-floor movie ticket — the
difference was mere 1 cent! 3.4. ___. “They would not accept it.” In the end she was
fined $26 for that crime.

Feeling wrongly treated and accused she decided to fight for her rights in court and after
some time the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia dealt with her case. 3.5. ___. To make
matters worse, she got divorced, had to close her salons in Nova Scotia and died, aged
just 51, in 1965 in New York. She is buried in Camp Hill Cemetery, Halifax.

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However, her courage inspired the civil rights movement in Canada. “One down,
please” became their motto. In 2010 the Lieutenant Governor of Nova Scotia apologised
to Viola Desmond’s living relatives. In 2018, she became the first Canadian woman to
appear on a Canadian $10 bill. She is also portrayed on a Canadian postage stamp.
Nowadays, Desmond’s younger sister, Wanda Robson, meets the young and tells them

about Viola’s story and her fight against racism.

SPOTTING FAKE NEWS

Every time you're online, you are bombarded by pictures, articles, links and videos
4.1. (TRY) to tell their story. Unfortunately,

not all of these stories are true. Sometimes they want you to click on another story
or an 4.2. (ADVERTISE) at their own site, other

times they want to upset people for political reasons. These days it's so easy to

share information. These stories circulate quickly, and the result is ... fake news.

Check the source

Look at the website where the story comes from. Does it look real? Is the text well
written? Are there a variety of other stories or is it just one story? Fake news
websites often use addresses that sound like real newspapers, but don't have many
real stories about other topics. If you aren't sure, just click on the 'About' page and
look for a clear 4.3. (DESCRIBE) of the organisation.

Watch out for fake photos
Many fake news stories use images that are Photoshopped or taken from an unrelated
site. Sometimes, if you just look 4.4. (CLOSE) at an

image, you can see if it has been changed. Or use a tool like Google Reverse Image

search. It will show you if the same image has been used in other contexts.

Check the story is in other places
Look to see if the story you are reading is on other news sites that are well-known
and can be 4.5. (TRUST). If you do find it on many

other sites, then it probably isn't fake (although there are some exceptions), as many

big news organisations try to check their sources before they publish a story.
