During his lifetime, Adrian Fisher has designed over 700 mazes located in 42 different
countries. He built his first one in his father’s garden in Dorset when he was very young.
Fisher knows better than anyone how to get people lost. He has designed mazes for theme
parks, zoos, wildlife parks, museums, shopping malls and schools. Fisher has broken

the world record for creating the world’s biggest maze which is located in China.

Fisher has visited all the mazes he has designed. When Princess Alexandra, a member of
the royal family, opened his maze at Leeds Castle, Fisher was given the task of
accompanying the royal visitor through it. However, he didn’t realize that the gardeners had
changed the design in one place and he found he had no idea how to get out of the maze.
He felt really embarrassed!

You might think that Fisher wants people to feel lost in his mazes. Actually, that’s not true.
He believes they have most fun when they explore new paths. So what makes a great
maze?
