QR Codes

A QR code is a type of barcode that can store a lot of information. The "QR" stands for "Quick
Response." You can often see QR codes in advertisements, on product packaging, and even in
museums. They are very popular because they are easy to use and can store more information than
a regular barcode.

To use a QR code, you need a smartphone with a camera and a QR code reader app. When you (1)
the camera at the QR code, the app will scan it.
